Allah (SWT) made Adam His first Prophet on Earth.

Allah (SWT) promised to guide Adam (s.a.s.), and his children,

so that those who followed His Guidance could return to Jannah someday.
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blis still tries to trick Adam’s children into disobeying Allah.

We must never listen to anyone who tells us to disobey Allah (SWT).

Those people are working for Iblis, and Iblis is a very bad friend indeed.

He always tries to keep us out of Jannah by whispering lies to us.

He has no power over good people who follow Allah’s Guidance.
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dam (s.a.s.) and Hawa (r.a.) lived on Earth for a long time.

Allah (SWT) gave them many children.

These children had many children, who had many grandchildren.

The family of Adam (s.a.s.) and Hawa (r.a.) began to explore the world.

Now we all look different, but we are still part of Adam’s family.
