He will make you stronger than you are

now.

He will give you plenty of rain and He 

will accept you.

After trying to convince them, he 

decided to leave the valley of Al-Ahqaf

with people who listened to his message 

and were Muslims.

As soon as Hud ([image: image10.png]


) left the village, 

a large cloud appeared in the sky.

The people of ‘Ad were happy to see it,

because they thought that it would 

bring rain to their desert land.

Little did they know that Allah (S.W.T.)  was sending a terrible wind-storm

to punish them.


     The clouds grew larger and larger as 

     the wind howled louder and louder.

The air was full of dust and sand.

The wind blew so violently that the 

people ran into their big houses

and beautiful castles to hide.

But nothing could save them from the punishment of Allah (S.W.T.)
The storm raged for eight days (69:6-7) 

and seven nights.

Their houses were filled with sand and 

all the people were smothered.
